Hence, I had to design and develop an executed floor plate with a central atrium to accommodate the client’s needs. My role included concept and design development, preparing construction drawings with a direct reference to site works, and coordination with other consultants. (2 700 m² + 3 basements)

Initiated and was the head of the Communication Department at NGA. My role included:

· Creating of the visual identity for the office.

· Overseeing the layout for journals and different publications.

Designing and periodically updating the office website in coordination with cleartag, the web unit.

· Designed architecture pamphlets, brochures, booklets, and books; In addition to competition portfolios that had to carry the identity and image of the office and simultaneously have the architecture asset.
The following are three samples of work that were done in the office:
· WORKS nabil gholam, Beirut, Lebanon, 2006
A Book that gives a visual tour through most of the important projects that were undertaken by NGAP, with a brief description about the name, location and the date. I worked with a team on updating the images and creating the final layout that is simple yet striking.
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· WORKS nabil gholam, Beirut, Lebanon, 2002
A portfolio compiled into a book, where each project was given two or four pages as follows, one page description, one or two major photos with smaller photos designed in an arresting layout. At the end of the book I created a section named more projects which gave the reader an idea of all the projects that were undertaken by the office, it is a small description with a small square photo, which I call a visual CV. 

· Design of CARDS, Beirut, Lebanon, 
Being a designer, I designed the Christmas and New Year cards as well as the Fitr Cards for several years for the office to dispatch to their clients and engineers. The idea is to design items that are not flashy and that carry the color and taste of the office.

Architecture
· Beirut Gate, BCD, Beirut, Lebanon

Beirut gate is an eight-plot development project commissioned to four international architects. Our lot is directly located on the Martyr’s square axis, on which we designed a 37 000 m² residential building. The mass of the building is sculpted allowing for terraces, urban gardens and views. My role was to create an aesthetic yet functional envelope to wrap up this mass. Privacy, Views, Shading control, and the kaleidoscopic effect of the original concept were the criteria of this skin. During the development phase: cost, value engineering by eliminating the wood and technical aspects of construction were the actual challenge. 
(37 000 m² residential /retail + 5 basements floors.)
· 360°, Beirut, Lebanon
Overlooking Beirut, 360°, a residential tower prints its peak in the Beirut skyline. This project was interesting because I designed the project inside out, that is:

· the tower with its 670 m² typical floors and a crystal clear skin

· the basements, including the parking, the drivers rooms and a health club

· the landscaped entrance piazza, which leads to a spectacular lobby of 10 meter high with triplex panoramic elevators.

My role included the design and development of the project, and the coordination with the consultants.

(17 000 m² residential + 4 basements floors including a health club at the first basement.)

· Al Bahar Residence, Yarze, Lebanon

A family residence for a Kuwaiti family immersed within the green hills of Lebanon. 
I designed this project in a sustainable manner, where:

· the house is integrated within the existing pine trees

· a long suspended garden extends throughout the first floor allowing all bedrooms to be cross ventilated.

Developing the project from the concept to the execution phase gave me the unique opportunity to control and enhance the transition of the house from a vision to a physical building. 
(1 178 m² + 1 220 m² Basements)
· SAIFI 146: Saifi Village Two, BCD, Beirut, Lebanon
On a strip facing Martyr’s Square and Saifi Village, Solidere Real Estate Department is developing four prestigious apartment blocks. It was quite tough to design four different buildings, which are clamped together in plan, dissociated in facade, unified in infrastructure; yet having the same spirit, performance, and character. The project whether in function, form, or envelope is designed to become a reference for Beirut’s Residential Projects. (24 000 m² Residential, 1500 m² Retail + 5 Basements)
· Mount Omar International Design Competition, Mecca, Saudi Arabia

The project is an urban & architectural design of the western edge of the Haram site. The scheme adopts a concentric composition where the massing of the project creates a succession of spaces that cascade down, focusing on the holy mosque. The complex includes hotel and residential components, in addition to the commercial and religious areas. This project enabled me to deal with the urban design, the diagrammatic studies, and the systematic development of the project through sectional study and three-dimensional design. (1 080 000 m² development)
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· The Ministry of Economy & Commerce, Beirut, Lebanon.

Regarded as the emblem of the Lebanese economy, the ministry was bound by numerous criteria, namely: context, function and governmental ownership; hence the creation of an intelligent, flexible and low-cost project. To create the symbol I had to design different skins, which are functional for the user yet, provide the building with a unique, mysterious and enticing cube. (10 000 m² + 1500 basements)
· Nayaland Villa, Beirut, Lebanon.

This Neoclassical Italian villa is a perfect marriage between the exotic taste of the client and the technological development of our time. In fact, it was challenging for me to design a 16th Century Italian architectural skin, which enfolds a modern, spacious, functional and highly technological interior. Being a competition, the scope of my work not only included design of the form and skin but also the creation of an A3 booklet using Quark Xpress. (3000 m² + 2800 basements)
· Fares Residence, Mount Lebanon.

Mountain house integrated in a soaring hill covered with pine trees overlooking Beirut and the Sea. The design is based on a succession of sandstone walls that define seamlessly interior and exterior spaces, while stretching into the garden. The difficulty of my role was to maintain the interior exterior continuum while designing the external body, its spirit, character, and materials. (1 200 m² + full basement)
· N. House, Beirut Central District, Lebanon.

Complete refurbishment of the 1930 Greek Embassy to a private residence with the addition of two wings. This project was interesting because it forced me to work along two lines: Rehabilitation and Adaptive Reuse. My role was to transform the interior in order to function as a house simultaneously maintaining the external character.
