· Junior Branch (JB) is an independent entity within CISV that has institutional positions on local, national, regional, and international levels. The purpose of JB is to implement the skills and knowledge that is acquired during CISV workshops and organize community outreach programs to have an impact in local settings. 
· Elected in April 2019 onto the Junior Branch Lebanon Board as Secretary. Responsibilities consist of heading communications with our international governing body (the International Junior Branch) and other parties, as well as facilitating National Junior Branch Meetings and planning JB training sessions and planning and organizing community outreach events. 
· Invited to represent Lebanon’s Junior Branch at the annual International Junior Branch Conference during August of 2019 in Bangkok, Thailand. Unable to attend due to prior commitments. Invited to attend European Junior Branch Meeting (virtually) in April 2020. 

Summer Camp Counselor: Saifi Stables Horseback Riding Camp in Jordan (2019)
· Worked for five weeks as a summer camp counselor at a horseback riding day camp in a stable in Jordan. Responsibilities included assisting in instruction during riding lessons, facilitating activities, and planning weekly riding showcases for around thirty children. 


COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT
Red Cross Volunteer (December 2019 – Present)
· Becoming a medical field volunteer requires training in first-aid and CPR. Began training in December ; due to the current pandemic, completion of this training has been postponed until further notice. Training sessions are three hours from 3 to 6 pm every Saturday.

“Help and Heal” Volunteer (November & December 2019)
· “Help and Heal” is a Lebanese NGO dedicated to promoting public education for children in need. Every year, the organization hosts fundraisers during the holiday season in which children and their families pay to decorate gingerbread houses. All proceeds are dedicated towards paying for children’s education in rural areas of Lebanon. As a senior volunteer, spent thirty-six hours helping to facilitate the fundraisers.  

High School Sports Leadership Program (March 2018 – February 2020)
· Volunteered at my high school for three years to coach junior tennis and soccer teams. Volunteered as an assistant coach for the tennis team three years in the row, and the elementary school soccer team for one year. Attended after-school practices for an hour three days a week, as well as tournaments every other Saturday for three hours.  

Inaash Refugee Tutoring (September 2018 – June 2019)
· Tutored Syrian and Palestinian refugees between the ages of eight to twelve every other Saturday at the Inaash Refugee Camp in Lebanon. Helped students with their math, English, and science homework, and organised fun educational activities after tutoring sessions were over.
